              MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER – Mayor Mansfield called to order the JuLY, 2014, regular meeting of the Oakland City Commission. The following Commissioners were present: Ron Alsup, John Blubaugh and Jimmy Hopkins.  Also present: Kevin Croslin, City Attorney; John Wayne Smith; Amelia Blubaugh, City Clerk.

2. READING OF MINUTES  

a. June 9 Regular Meeting – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Ron Alsup, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Ron Alsup, yes; the Commission approved the Minutes of June 9, 2014, Regular Meeting.
b. June 25 Special Meeting – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Ron Alsup, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Ron Alsup, yes; the Commission approved the Minutes of June 25, 2014, Special Meeting.
c. June 26 Regular Meeting – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Ron Alsup, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Ron Alsup, yes; the Commission approved the Minutes of June 26, 2014, Special Meeting.

3. TREASURER’S REPORT –Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Jimmy Hopkins, and passed unanimously by roll call:  Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Ron Alsup, yes; the Commission approved the Treasurer’s Report.

4. SIDEWALK REPAIR  – Approximately 210 feet of sidewalk and two driveway entrances need to be repaired; City Clerk will run an advertisement for bids to be read at a special meeting.  

5. TREE TRIMMING  – The Commission discussed the maintenance of the area at the fork of Oakland Road and Dixie Trace. This area, and others, will need regular maintenance. It is up to the property owners to maintain as necessary.

6. SPRAYING FOR WEEDS – Continued discussion from item number 5 above. Areas not in right-of-way must be maintained by property owner.

7. MISCELLANEOUS – 
a. Mayor will contact KLC regarding sidewalk liability
b. Commissioners to check roads for needed repairs
c. Right-of-way on Dixie Trace to be added to mowing contract, commissioners may note other needed areas; this may adjust $ amount of mowing invoice


8. CITIZENS COMMENTS – John W. Smith remarked on the sidewalk issue that Smiths Grove had recently proposed turning over responsibility of sidewalk maintenance to each property owner. Citizens had not responded positively. Kevin Croslin will research the City’s responsibility in case of injury, accident and make a recommendation. Mayor Mansfield recommended the City maintain responsibility for the sidewalks to prevent that burden from falling on residents.
