a. Mr. McWhorter addressed the Commission, answering questions and inviting the Commissioners to an upcoming fundraiser. 

2. READING OF MINUTES: 	Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Debbie Caudill, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes; Debbie Caudill, yes; the minutes of the July, 2014, Regular Meeting were approved.

b. LIABILITY – As stated during the July meeting, the City will remain responsible for sidewalk maintenance.

5. CSX LICENSE AGREEMENT – Resident Joyce Lively received a letter from CSX Railroad requesting she sign a waiver to release them responsibility should any accident occur at the RR crossing leading to her property. Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Debbie Caudill, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes; Debbie Caudill, yes; the City will purchase and install sign(s) at the crossing. 

6. ROAD INSPECTION – John Blubaugh reviewed the list of needed repairs to city streets. Upon motion by Debbie Caudill, seconded by Jimmy Hopkins, the City will advertise for bids for the repair of approximately .7 miles of two-lane roads and .45 miles of one-lane roadway.  The list of needed repairs and the published advertisement are attached to and made a part of these minutes.

7. CONTRACTS /BIDS – Kevin Croslin will draft a template/standard form for all contracts to include the City’s requirements regarding licensing and insurance and present this at the next regular meeting. 

8. MISCELLANEOUS – The Commissioners discussed a recent letter from WRECC asking co-op members to contact the EPA regarding recent changes to coal policies.
