1. CALL TO ORDER – Mayor Mansfield called to order the September, 2014, regular meeting of the Oakland City Commission. 2. READING OF MINUTES  

a. August 11 Regular Meeting – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Debbie Caudill, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Debbie Caudill, yes; the Commission approved the Minutes of August 11, 2014, Regular Meeting.

FIRST READING OF TAX ORDINANCE – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Debbie Caudill, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes; Debbie Caudill, yes; the City Commission approved the first reading of the ordinance establishing the 2014 property tax rate.
 
7. CHARITY RUN – Attachment shows proposed route; part of the contract includes a requirement for presence of EMS, police. The Commissioners approved the race being held in Oakland pending any information from the City Attorney that would indicate it puts the City at too great a risk.
