1. CALL TO ORDER – Mayor Mansfield called to order the October, 2014, regular meeting of the Oakland City Commission. The following Commissioners were present: John Blubaugh, Debbie Caudill, and Jimmy Hopkins.  Also present: Kevin Croslin, City Attorney; Amelia Blubaugh, City Clerk.

2. READING OF MINUTES  

a. September 8 – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Debbie Caudill, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Debbie Caudill, yes; the Commission approved the Minutes of Septemer 8, 2014, Regular Meeting.
b. September 22 Special Meeting – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Jimmy Hopkins, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Debbie Caudill, yes; the Commission approved the Minutes of September 22, 2014, Special Meeting.

3. TREASURER’S REPORT –
a. August, 2014 – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Debbie Caudill, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Debbie Caudill, yes; the Commission approved the August Treasurer’s Report.
b. September, 2014 – Upon motion by John Blubaugh, seconded by Jimmy Hopkins, and passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Debbie Caudill, yes; the Commission approved theSeptember Treasurer’s Report.

4. TIME LIMIT FOR COMPLETION OF CONTRACT PROJECTS – Contracts should include estimated time for completions for all future projects.
a. Sidewalk project is not yet complete and pavers are ready to begin. 
b. John Blubaugh moved the City renew Mark’s Mowing’s contract for mowing of right-of-ways  at the same rate, seconded by Debbie Caudill. The motion passed unanimously by roll call: Jimmy Hopkins, yes; John Blubaugh, yes; Mayor Mansfield, yes;  Debbie Caudill, yes.

5. BRADD REPORT  – Report from BRADD regarding tax rates to be added to tax binder. 

6. NO DUMPING SIGN – City will purchase and install sign at area formerly used as burn pile by many city residents, as John Blubaugh will no longer be commissioner and will not be available to monitor the area.
 
7. CITY EQUIPMENT – Some equipment will continue to be stored at John Blubaugh’s residence until someone else takes over primary use of the equipment on the city’s behalf.

8. COMMUNITY CENTER FURNITURE – Mayor has some items in the Community Center stored for use by residents. City Clerk will label these pieces for future reference.

b. Keys need to be labeled; City Clerk will order key tags
c. Jimmy Hopkins didn’t receive homestead exemption; amount adjusted and resident will contact PVA for future billing
